As with any 20 year old building that
gets continuous use, our girl’s dormitory
is in need of some major renovations in
the bathroom areas. All of the showers
and toilets areas need to be improved
or fixed. Part of that renovation will
include expanding the septic tanks and
bringing in new water lines. Part of the
job of several of the summer team
members is to evaluate and plan for a
work crew to come out in the fall to do
the work. The estimated cost for this
renovation is about $20,000. If you or
someone you know might be interested
in working on the construction team or
funding this desperately needed
upgrade please contact Brian,
brianscottbasik@gmail.com.
